1. The Eta Kappa Nu Pledge Process

If you would like to become a member of Eta Kappa Nu (HKN), the international electrical and computer engineering honor society, please follow the instructions listed below:

1. Read the attached pamphlets on the National Organization of Eta Kappa Nu and the history of the local Gamma Pi Chapter of HKN. Answer the questions listed in Section 3. The questions are organized into four sections concerning the National HKN Chapter, the local Gamma Pi Chapter of HKN, service project selection, and information about you. For some of the questions, you may have to consult either our faculty advisor or a current student or faculty HKN member. None of the questions require an answer of more than a few words.

2. Write a short essay (250 words) on why you think you should be inducted into HKN. 

3. Complete the professor interview project. Interview two professors of your choosing (not your personal advisor) and fill out the attached sheet. (See attached information)

4. Email a compiled .DOC or .PDF of your answers to the pledge questions, the essay, and professor interview results to the Gary or Tyson.  Submit a check to Dan Fetko for $75 made out to "Eta Kappa Nu." The national dues are $40 and the local chapter dues are $35. The national chapter dues include a two year subscription to the BRIDGE magazine. The local chapter dues help pay for service activities such as the Engineers for Education program, as well as t-shirts and food. 
5. GRADUATE STUDENTS ONLY:  Obtain a letter of recommendation from your advisor. 

Emailed or hand-written recommendation letters are fine.
6. Be willing to tutor and participate in one selected service project (fall semester).

7. Attend the official Eta Kappa Nu Gamma Pi Chapter initiation ceremony in the spring semester (details about this will be given later).  

2.1    ECE Tutoring

Each pledge is required to tutor for ECE if the opportunity arises.   Many students need help with EE courses - especially Circuit Analysis and Digital Logic. Tutoring is arranged by you and the student at a time and place convenient for both of you. The minimum required participation will be a couple tutoring sessions determined during the fall semester.   Additionally, you will be asked to select from one of the following two service projects. 

2.2    Available Service Projects (please choose 1 of the 2)

2.2.1 Engineers for Education (Elementary School Visits)

Educate and inspire elementary school students in the local community through interesting lectures and exciting demonstrations.  We will schedule visits to various local schools during the school year to inspire young students to pursue careers in science and engineering.  Our demonstrations highlight basic principles of electricity and magnetism, with a variety of robots thrown in to make things even more exciting. The visits are typically 1 hour in length and are held at local schools to minimize travel time.  The minimum required participation is one visit.

2.2.2 Computers for Kids

While computers are pervasive in our society, not all children have the same exposure to them and the same opportunity to learn about them.  We will participate in the Computers for Kids program to help educate less fortunate children about computers.  The program is held at a local facility after normal school hours.  The minimum required participation is one visit.
